C. USFA Representative report
1.   Age limits will be strictly enforced by the USFA with removal of sanctioning and insurance of organizers who do not follow the age rules.  It is supported by the whole of the board and will be enforced in future tournaments.  If a fencer is accidentally entered into the tournament (whether by deception or human error) it would negate the results and if found to be deception it could even have the result of the suspension of the athlete or organizer.  Y10 is the lowest level of competition sanctioned by the USFA.  These allow 7 year olds.  Y8 is not a sanctionable event in RYC.  Section will ask board to define the lowest limit for competitive age covered by USFA.
2.   Qualification paths to national championships rules require a level 5 ref in every level.  Penalties are being discussed.  Secretary reminded that fencers may not be allowed to fence with a new classification within the same tournament.

3.   There is a committee task force looking to solve problems associated with the extremely healthy growth of our sport.  Restructuring is inevitable since we are currently pushing the limits to accommodate referee, bout committee, armory staffs and venue space and strips.  Probably a format much like SSCC will be what we’re going to use.
